Circular No. ( 01) of the year 2021

Regarding the plan to re-impose restrictions on
Hotel Facilities due to Coronavirus pandemic
(COVID-19).

Managers of Hotel Establishments,

Reference to Article (3) of the Amiri Decree No. (74)
of the year 2018 regarding the establishment of the
National Tourism Council, which has stated the
jurisdiction of the National Tourism Council to work
on enhancing the tourist experience in the State and
to follow up its development in legal and regulatory
aspects;

Reference to Item No. (9) of Article (13) of the Law
No.(20) of the year 2018, on the Regulation of
Tourism, which has provided for adhering to the
instructions issued by the National Tourism Council
in joint coordination with the related authorities in the
State regarding work controls in the tourism
activities, and the hotel and tourism establishments.

In addition to the efforts and precautionary measures
taken by the State of Qatar to prevent and limit the
spread of the Coronavirus (COVID-19), and to
supplement the previous circulars issued by the
General Secretariat of the National Tourism Council
in this regard.

The Following has been decided:

1. Continuation of work according to the Council of
Minister's decision, which stipulates that no
more than (80%) of the total number of workers
in the private sector start their work at their place
of work, and the rest of them shall work remotely
from their homes.

2. Continuation of Council of Minister's decision of
employees and workers in the government and
private sectors, to allow meetings to be held in
person with the capacity of not more than (15)
people while observing the procedures and
precautionary measures.

3. Not to hold wedding parties in closed and open
areas until further notice.

4. Continuation of transportation restrictions —
allowing buses to be used with only 50% of seat
capacity while observing the procedures and
precautionary measures.
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5. Obtaining prior approval from the Ministry of
Public Health to hold exhibitions, conferences,
and various events.

6. Restaurants and cafes are permitted to provide
food and beverages indoors with a capacity that
does not exceed (15%). Restaurants with a
“Qatar Clean” program certification are allowed
to operate with a capacity not exceeding (30%),
and all restaurants and cafes are allowed to
provide food and drinks in their open areas with
a capacity not exceeding (50%).

7. Reducing the capacity of hairdressing and
beauty salons to (30%).

8. Continuing the work of health clubs and physical
training clubs with a capacity not exceeding
(30%), and the continued provision of massage
services in five-star hotels only with a capacity
not exceeding (30%), and the closure of all
saunas and steam rooms, Jacuzzi services, and
Moroccan and Turkish baths in all Hotel
Establishments.

9. Closing all indoor swimming pools and indoor
water parks and operating outdoor swimming
pools and outdoor water parks with a capacity
not exceeding 30%.

The competent officials of the National Tourism
Council, in coordination with the officials of the
Ministry of Public Health and the officials of other
relevant authorities of the State; shall continuously
inspect and control on hotel establishments and
tourism areas to ensure their compliance with the
provisions of the Tourism Law No. (20) of the year
2018, and instructions issued according to it.

This circular shall be effective as of Sunday
07/02/2021, until further notice.
