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Highlights

« Total visitor arrivals were down 92% at the end of Q1
2021, in comparison to Q1 2020.

« This significant drop comes as a result of the very strong
arrivals performance in January and February 2020, just
before border closures in March 2020 in response to the
global COVID-19 pandemic.

« Despite the continued border closures through Q1 2021
and the resultant significant declines in visitor arrivals,
Qatar’s hospitality sector has fared exceptionally well
throughout; particularly with a continuous uplift across
each month in Q1 2021.

« Excluding accommodation being utilized for quarantine
purposes, March 2021 full market occupancy (Occ), aver-
age room rates (ARR) and revenue per available room
(RevPAR) all outpaced pre-COVID 2019 annual averages.

« Overall, occupancy declined by 4% between Q1 2020 and
Q1 2021, but increased from 54% in January 2021 to
68% in March 2021.

« ARR has increased 10%, and RevPAR has increased 5%,
between Q1 2020 and Q1 2021.
