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Circular No. (1) of the year 2022 

Circular issued by the Qatar Tourism regarding:

Instructions on precautionary measures to reduce 
the spread of COVID-19

Dear Managers of Hotel Establishments,
Dear Managers of Tourism Establishments, 
Dear Owners of Marine Tourism Transportation

In reference to Article (3) of the Emiri Decree No. (15) of 
the year 2021 regarding the establishment of Qatar 
Tourism, which is tasked to work on enhancing the 
tourism experience in the State of Qatar, and follow up 
on its development in legal and regulatory aspects;

In reference to Item No. (9) of Article (13) of Law No. 
(20) of the year 2018, on the Regulation of Tourism, 
which adheres to the instructions issued by the Qatar 
Tourism in joint coordination with the related authorities 
in the State regarding controls of the tourism activities, 
hotels, and tourism establishments.

And to combat the rapidly rising Covid-19, and in the 
interest of the health and safety of all members of 
society, and in addition to the previous circulars issued 
by the Qatar Tourism in this regard.

The following has been decided:

1. To allow meetings for employees and workers in 
government and the private sector at their 
workplace with no more than 15 people who are 
fully vaccinated.
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2. All employees and workers who have not been 
fully vaccinated in the government and private 
sector need to do a rapid antigen test weekly. 
Employees and workers who have completed 
doses of the Covid-19 vaccine and recovered 
from Covid-19 don’t need do the test.

3. To wear masks in all open and closed public 
places, with the exception of people who 
practice sports in open places.

4. Continuing to oblige all citizens, residents, and 
visitors to activate the EHTERAZ application on 
smart phones when leaving their home for any 
reason.

5. Continuing to allow wedding parties to be held in 
wedding halls in hotels and independent 
wedding halls only, and for people who are fully 
vaccinated, according to the following:

a. Closed wedding hall: Maximum 30% capacity, 
with maximum of 40 people.

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b. Open wedding hall: Maximum 50% capacity, 
with a maximum of 80 people.
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6. To allow gatherings or sitting in public parks, 
beaches and the Corniche with a maximum of 15 
people or family members residing in the same 
house. It is allowed to practice individual sports 
such as walking, running and cycling. Allowing 
opening of playgrounds and sports equipment in 
those places and allowing the opening of 
beaches. Capacity not to exceed 75% and to 
allow opening of toilets in the gardens specified 
by the Ministry of Municipality.
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7. Continuing to allow the organization of 
conferences, exhibitions and events in 
accordance with the following:

a. Capacity not exceeding 50% in open spaces.

b. Capacity not exceeding 30% in closed places.

In all cases, prior approval from the Ministry of Public 
Health is required before holding any conference, 
exhibition or event, and that all organizers and 
participants in such conferences, exhibitions and 
events have completed doses of the Covid-19 vaccine.

8. Continuing to allow restaurants and cafes to 
serve food and beverages according to the 
following:

a. Outdoor: Capacity not exceeding 75% for 
restaurants and cafes that have the “Qatar 
Clean” certificate, and capacity that does not 
exceed 40% for restaurants and cafes that meet 
the conditions determined by the Ministry of 
Commerce and Industry.

b. Indoor: Capacity that does not exceed 50% for 
restaurants and cafes that have a Qatar Clean 
certificate and a capacity card that does not 
exceed 30% for restaurants and cafes that meet 
the conditions determined by the Ministry of 
Commerce and Industry, provided that all 
customers have completed vaccine doses, and 
allow entry to children under 12 years of age 
only accompanied by their families.

In all cases, all workers in those facilities must be fully 
vaccinated.

9. To allow charter services of tourist boats and 
yachts and pleasure boats, provided that all 
workers in those boats and yachts have completed 
doses of the Covid-19 vaccine, and that the 
number of passengers on these boats and yachts 
does not exceed 30% of its capacity and a 
maximum of 15 individuals who are fully 
vaccinated.
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10. Continuing to allow the opening of beauty and 
hairdressing salons with a capacity not exceeding 
50%, provided that all workers in those facilities 
and clients are fully vaccinated.

11. Continuing to allow the opening of amusement 
parks and all entertainment centers according to 
the following:

a. Capacity not exceeding 75% for amusement 
parks and recreational centers in open spaces.

b. Capacity not exceeding 50% for amusement 
parks and recreational centers in closed places, 
and allowing entry to customers who have 
completed vaccination.

In all cases, all employees of these facilities must be
fully vaccinated.

12. Continuing to allow the opening of health clubs, 
physical training clubs and massage services, not 
exceeding 50% of the capacity, with closure of 
dressing rooms, showers, saunas, steam, jacuzzi 
services, Moroccan and Turkish baths, provided 
that all workers in those facilities and clients are 
fully vaccinated.

13. Continuing to allow opening of swimming pools 
and water parks according to the following:

a. Outdoors: Capacity not exceeding 75% for all 
swimming pools and water.

b. Indoors: Capacity not exceeding 50% for all 
indoor swimming pools and water parks and 
allowing entry only to customers who are fully 
vaccinated.

In all cases, all employees of these facilities must be 
fully vaccinated.
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Compliance with the health requirements, procedures, 
precautionary measures, and controls determined by the 
Ministry of Public Health shall be taken into 
consideration.

The officials of Qatar Tourism, in coordination with the 
officials at the Ministry of Public Health and the officials 
of other relevant authorities of the State, shall 
continuously inspect hotels and touristic areas to ensure 
their compliance with the provisions of the Tourism Law 
No. (20) of the year 2018, and instructions issued 
according to it.

Instructions contained hereto shall be effective as of 
Saturday, 08/01/2022, until further notice, as any 
previous circulars or instructions that contravene with 
the provisions of this circular must be automatically null 
and void.

Qatar Tourism appreciates your cooperation in 
implementing these instructions to avoid legal liability 
prescribed by Law No. (20) of 2018.
