3. All employees and workers in the public and 
private sectors continue to conduct a COVID-19 
rapid test (Rapid Antigen) approved by the 
Ministry of Public Health, every week, for 
employees and workers who did not receive or 
complete the COVID-19 vaccine doses.
Employees and workers who have completed the 
COVID-19 vaccine doses and those who have 
recovered from the disease are exempted from 
conducting this examination.

A. With the presence of no more than 30% of the 
capacity of the closed banqueting hall, and a 
maximum of 150 people, and the number of 
people who have not completed or received 
doses of the Covid-19 vaccine should not exceed 
20 people.

10. Continuing to allow the opening of rental services 
of boats, tourist yachts and pleasure boats, 
provided that all workers have completed doses of 
the COVID-19 vaccine, and that the number of 
passengers on these boats and yachts does not 
exceed 50 percent of its capacity with a maximum 
of 40 people who have completed doses of the 
COVID-19 vaccine. Among them allowing the 
presence of 5 persons who have not completed or 
did not receive doses of the COVID-19 vaccine, 
including children.
Owners of boats and personal yachts are obligated 
to comply with the aforementioned number, 
percentage and regulation.

A. In outdoor spaces, a full capacity for restaurants 
and cafes that have the Qatar Clean certificate 
and a maximum capacity of 50 percent for 
restaurants and cafes that meet the conditions 
determined by the Ministry of Commerce and 
Industry.

B. In indoor places, a maximum capacity of 75 
percent for restaurants and cafes that have the 
Qatar Clean certificate, and a maximum capacity 
of 40 percent for restaurants and cafes that meet 
the conditions determined by the Ministry of 
Commerce and Industry, provided that all 
customers have completed the COVID-19 
vaccine doses, and allow entry to children under 
12 years of age accompanied by their families 
only.
