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Circular No. (5) of the year 2021

Circular issued by the Qatar Tourism regarding:

Instructions regarding the Re-opening of category
(A,C) specialized tourism clubs.

Dear Managers of Hotel Establishments,

In reference to Article (3) of the Emiri Decree No. (15) of
the year 2021 regarding the establishment of Qatar
Tourism, which is tasked to work on enhancing the
tourism experience in the State of Qatar, and follow up on
its development in legal and regulatory aspects;

In reference to Item No. (9) of Article (13) of Law No. (20)
of the year 2018, on the Regulation of Tourism, which
adheres to the instructions issued by the Qatar Tourism
in joint coordination with the related authorities in the
State regarding controls of the tourism activities, hotels,
and tourism establishments.

And to aid in the efforts and precautionary measures
taken by the State of Qatar to prevent and limit the spread
of the Coronavirus (COVID-19), and to supplement the
previous circulars issued by the Qatar Tourism in this
regard.

The following has been decided:

Allowing the reopening of specialized tourism clubs of
category (A and C).

Compliance with the provisions of Circular No. (1) of 2019
regarding the Guidelines on rules of operations of Hotel
Establishments in Tourism Areas in relation to the tourist
experience of visitors, guests and customers.
Compliance with the provisions of Circular No. 11 of 2020
regarding the instructions related to the implementation of
the Qatar Clean programme at Hotel Establishments in
the State of Qatar, and all instructions and precautionary
measures taken by the State to prevent and limit the
spread of the Coronavirus (Covid-19).
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The officials of Qatar Tourism in coordination with the
officials at the Ministry of Public Health and officials of
other relevant authorities of the State, shall continuously
inspect Hotels and Tourist areas to ensure compliance
with the provisions of the Tourism Law No. (20) of the
year 2018 and instructions issued according to it.

These instructions shall be effective as of dated, until
further notice. Any previous circulars or instructions that
contravene with the provisions of this circular will be null
and void.

Qatar Tourism appreciates your cooperation in
implementing these instructions to avoid legal liability
prescribed by Law No. (20) of 2018.
