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Circular issued by the General Secretariat of the

National Tourism Council regarding

The instructions on the plan to reimpose further

measures due to the Covid-19 pandemic.

Dear Managers of Hotel Establishments,

Dear Managers of Tourism Establishments,

Dear Owners of Marine Tourism Transportation,

General Secretariat of the National Tourism

Council,

Reference to Article (3) of the Emiri Decree No. (74)

of the year 2018 regarding the establishment of the

National Tourism Council, which has stated the

jurisdiction of the National Tourism Council to work

on enhancing the tourist experience in the State and

to follow up its development in legal and regulatory

aspects:

Reference to Item No. (9) of Article (13) of the Law

No. (20) of the year 2018, on the Regulation of

Tourism, which has provided for adhering to the

instructions issued by the National Tourism Council

in joint coordination with the related authorities in the

State regarding work controls in the tourism

activities, and the hotel and tourism establishments.

In addition to the efforts and precautionary

measures taken by the State of Qatar to prevent and

limit the spread of the Coronavirus (COVID-19) and

to supplement the previous circulars issued by the

General Secretariat of the National Tourism Council

In this regard.
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The Following has been decided:

1. To reduce the number of employees present at

the workplace in the private sector to 50% of

the total number of employees in each entity.

The remaining employees will work remotely

from home. The Ministry of Commerce and

industry, in coordination with the concerned

authorities, will determine the necessary

activities that are excluded from this decision,

and the implementation mechanism will be as

follows: -

a) For employees on the administrative section

- the maximum of 50% of the staff to be

present at the workplace applies - while the

remaining 50% conduct their work remotely

(work from home).

b) The number of employees present in the
workplace in all other front-line jobs is

subject to estimation by the hotel

establishment's management, according to

each hotel facility's occupancy rate. The

number of employees shall be proportional

to the number of guests in each hotel facility,

and the number physically present at the

workplace shall be reduced to half.

2. All meetings for employees and workers

present at their workplace shall be held

(remotely) using modern technology. If this is

not possible, and in cases of necessity, the

meeting shall be held with not more than (5)

persons while taking all the precautionary

measures.

3. To Continue the restriction on holding indoors
or outdoors wedding parties.
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To continue the work with reducing the number

of people transported by buses to half the bus's

capacity, while taking the precautions and

preventive measures.

To postpone ail conferences, exhibitions, and

events.

Restaurants and cafes are not allowing to serve
food and beverages in open or closed places,

and they are allowed to offer foods and

beverages through take-away and delivery only.

7. Rental services of boats, tourist yachts, and

pleasure boats will remain suspended, with the

exception of rentals for family members

residing in the same house. Owners of boats

and personal yachts are obligated, in the event

of their use, to limit passengers on board to

family members residing in the same house
only; or the presence of a maximum of 5 non-

family members, provided they have completed

the doses of the Covid-19 vaccine.

8. To close beauty and hair salons.

9. Amusement parks and all entertainment centers

continue to be closed.

10. To continue the closure of GYMs, physical

training clubs, the suspension of massage,
saunas, steam rooms, Jacuzzi services,

Moroccan and Turkish baths, and all other

sports facilities, including but not limited to

Tennis Courts, Squash Courts, and Paddles

Courts, etc.

11. Continue the closure of all swimming pools and
water parks.
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12. To close the beaches in the hotel and tourist

establishments.

The competent officials of the National Tourism

Council, in coordination with the officials at the

Ministry of Public Health and the officials of other

relevant authorities of the State, shall continuously

inspect and control hotel establishments and tourism

areas to ensure their compliance with the provisions

of the Tourism Law No. (20) of the year 2018, and

instructions issued according to it.
