Circular No. (15) of 2020

Circular issued by General Secretariat of the
National Tourism Council on instructions on
reopening of gyms in hotel establishments

General Secretariat of the National Tourism Council,

Further to the Circular No. (5) of 2020 issued by the
General Secretariat of the National Tourism Council
regarding the closure of health clubs, gyms and
swimming pools in hotel establishments to prevent and
limit the spread of the Corona virus (COVID-19),

And, in reference to item (9) of Article (13) of Law No.
(20) of 2018 on the Regulation of Tourism, which states
to observe the instructions issued by the National
Tourism Council based on joint coordination between
the council and competent authorities in the State
regarding the control of operations in tourism activities
and hotel establishments,

And to complete the efforts and precautionary measures
taken by the State to prevent and control the spread of
the Corona virus (Covid-19) and to complete the State’s
plan to gradually Ilift the restrictions and start
implementing the third stage, which includes the
reopening of gyms in hotel establishments.

The following has been decided:

The reopening of gyms in hotel establishments will be
allowed according to the following guidelines:

1. Health clubs (saunas, steam rooms, jacuzzis,
massages, and indoor swimming pools) in the hotel
facilities shall remain closed until further notice.

2. Gyms reopening is permissible with a maximum
permitted capacity of 50% of the gym capacity.

3. Individuals inside the gyms must observe the social
distancing rules between them at all times.

4. It is prohibited to share water bottles, towels, and
other personal items.
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The competent officials of the National Tourism Council
in coordination with the officials of the Ministry of Public
Health and the officials of other relevant authorities in
the State are responsible for regular monitoring and
inspection of hotel establishments, to ensure their
compliance to the provisions of the Tourism Law No.
(20) for the year 2018 and the instructions issued
according to it.

This Circular shall come into force as of its date, and until
further notice.

The General Secretariat of the National Tourism Council
appreciates your cooperation in implementing these
instructions to avoid any legal liability prescribed by Law
No. (20) of the year 2018 on the Regulation of Tourism.
