


2| Highlights:

129 k visitor arrivals were reported during Eid Al Adha 2023; 144% increase in comparison to the same
period in 2022. It is the highest recorded number of arrivals over the five years of Eid Al Adha period.

GCC market contributed to 53% of the total visitor arrivals with an increase of 96% as compared to
previous year and witnessed a CAGR [2019 to 2023] of 54%.

The hospitality sector in Qatar continues to see positive performance in terms of Occupancy Rate.
The occupancy levels surged by 9% from 2022 levels during Eid Al Adha.

ARR and RevPAR witnessed drop of 10% and 2%, respectively, as compared to 2022 due to 30%
increase in supply.
