EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

2054 k international visitors arrived in Qatar in H1 2023, marking the highest arrivals for
the first half in the history of the country

The supply of available rooms continues to grow steadily ; Occupancy rates show growth
after Ramadan slump
« Demand continues to grow steadily with growth in tourist arrivals - demand reached 3.7 M
room-nights for H1 2023, 17% above 2019 (pre-pandemic levels) and highest in last 5 years
« Room supply grew to 38.7 k keys by the end of H1 2023
« Key hotel industry metrics remains steady:
- Occupancy: 53% - down by 5% point vs. H1 2022
- ADR : 425 QAR — same as H1 2022
- RevPAR : 227 QAR — down by 8% vs. H1 2022
