38.5 k keys (2023) from 30.1 k keys (2022)
« Key hotel industry metrics remained steady with increase in spending power of the market:
- Occupancy: 54% — down by 7% point vs. 2022
- ADR : 436 QAR — up by 6% vs. 2022
- RevPAR : 236 QAR — down by 6% vs. 2022
